The motorised locks always require a pull
height of at least 400 mm. The lock case must be
placed between the drillings of the pull without
going through the lock. This is to ensure that
the lock case does not become damaged during
the installation of the pull.

SMOOQOTH AND EASY KEY USE

The pull must be attached far enough from
the cylinder. If sufficient distance cannot be
reached with a straight pull, a bent pull should
be selected for the site. This enables smooth,
hassle-free use of the key cylinder.

STYLISH PULL INSTALLATION

The attachment parts of a one-sided pull can
be hidden with cover plates. The cover plate is
always the same shade as the pull. Available for
all pull thicknesses.
